Y10 Revision Guidance
Don’t be daunted. Starting is the hardest part. Once it is ‘moving’ it generates momentum:
1. What to revise – use subject guides to identify revision topics – available on the website at Rainford / Year 10 and 12 Exams
2. Identify the information needed in the sections for Y10 and Y12 Examinations
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3. RAG rate subjects from current performance data – what is most important / imperative - start there. Students will sometimes ‘put off’ what is hardest and default to things they are comfortable with. That’s OK to generate momentum and positivity – but be prepared to move to those areas later – used the revision TT to plan this.

4. Use planning templates to help ‘get the information down’ – mind-maps or spider diagrams. 
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5. From there make flashcards – use the guidance booklet to help
